To avoid conflicts for board counselors attending district conventions, Board Procedure 250.2 states the following:

250 - District Conventions

250.2 - Date

The district convention shall not be held between the second week of April and the second week
of May, so that it will not conflict with the meeting of the International Council or the International
Board Meeting traditionally held during that time period and so that schedule conflicts with the
district's Board Counselor will be avoided. (5/94) (4/97)

The district convention should not be less than two (2) days or more than three (3) days in

duration. (5/93)

Not later than October 31, annually, the district secretary shall inform the Chief Executive Officer
of the dates and location of the next annual district convention. A summary of convention dates
shall be provided to the International President-Elect by December 15. (6/91)
